NIV: we are God’s handiwork. 

ESV: we are God’s workmanship. 

Jerusalem: God’s work of art.  

NLT: “God’s masterpiece.”



There is design, intention. 

God planned. God designed. 

God crafted. God created. 

We are the work of His hands.



Isaiah 64:8  

“For you, O LORD are our Father; 
you are the Potter, we are the 
clay; we are all the work of your 
hands.”



Centering

First step in clay-forming process. 

Most difficult and most important.



Like a potter God takes us and 
opens us up, and empties us of 
all the things that do not belong.



The Potter always has you safely 
in his hands. And He will use all 
things to shape you and form you 
according to his perfect will and 
purpose.
